JOINT ANNUAL MUNICIPAL/SCHOOL COMMUNITY NEEDS BUDGE T PRESENTATION

Members of the School Board, including Dr. Veromam Reynolds and Sal Brucato were present and gave
overview of the budget and answered questions frenGoverning Body.
Mayor Lowande and the Governing Body thanked thiéfioacoming and answering questions.

INTRODUCTION OF 2013 LOCAL MUNICIPAL BUDGET

Acting Borough Clerk, Tanya Pannucci read the MipaitBudget Notice explaining that the Budget il
advertised in the Cranbury Press on March 22, 2013.

Administrator Jawidzik gave an overview of the 2@LRIget explaining that the budget is being intamtliat a 4.3
cent increase which is 2.79% more than the 2018étud his represents a $60.45 increase for thefgedne
average home. We are anticipating $785,000 in ssi@$ compared to last year’s $280,000, whichadable due
to the sale of the cell tower lease for $664,008.aké also anticipating the $77,700 that we redeiream FEMA.
Appropriations without grants and the Reserve focdllected Taxes was $4,700,000 in 2012 and aR085366 in
2013 with a net increase of $503,366. An additi#210,000 needs to be budgeted in the tax budge$s8,000 in
the sewer budget to cover the outstanding chartgie MUA and the anticipated increase in costftt3. Since
the sewer budget can only spend the amount of mibmaiges from sewer bills, many items that wevimesly paid
out of the sewer budget now have to be moved testakhey include Health & Liability Insurance f&83000. We
also have to pay for the $50,000 for the emergeregeclared from Superstorm Sandy. The library @pations
have increased $7,000. Other increased costs icRehsion - $16,000, Health - $25,000, Capitdl0,&00 and
Reserve Uncollected Taxes - $86,000.

Council Members Kostbar and Taylor asked for dieation on some details of the budget, Administratwidzik
answered.

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.15a provides that a municipalitay, when authorized by ordinance,
appropriate the difference between the amountso&dtual final appropriation and the 3.5% percemtage as an
exception to its final appropriations in eithertioé next two succeeding years; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Jamesbirghe County of Middlesex finds it
advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2018etuny up to 3.5% over the previous year’s fingrapriations,
in the interest of promoting the health, safety aetfare of the citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council hereby determines that a lis&tease in the budget for said year,
amounting to $57,971.21 in excess of the increaséinal appropriations otherwise permitted by thecéal
Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and

WHEREAS, Borough Council of the Borough of Jamesburg hereleyermines that any amount
authorized hereinabove that is not appropriatepaassof the final budget shall be retained as areption to final
appropriation in either of the next two succeediagrs.
